Kindergarten Curriculum 
 

The Kindergarten curriculum at Sioux Falls Lutheran School is a 
comprehensive program of academic and social experiences which 
prepares the children for learning in the elementary grades. Christian 
learning is an integral part of the curriculum.  The love of Jesus is a 
focus of all Kindergarten activities. 

 
                 

Religion 
The “Voyages” curriculum published by Concordia 
Publishing House is the formal religion curriculum.  The 
curriculum integrates stories, puppets, songs, posters 
and a variety of activities to encourage the children to 
become discoverers and explorers while growing in 
their faith and relationship with Jesus Christ.  Memory verses are 
learned each week. 
 
 Language Arts 
The Language Arts program includes a variety of activities that enable 
the students to communicate.  The program consists of using a literacy 
based reading series by Scholastic for grades K-5.  This series uses 
excellent children’s literature to provide a base for reading skills.  A 
phonics based program will also be utilized for letter and sound 
recognition.  We focus on one letter of the week by experiencing 
many hands on activities.  Handwriting will be taught and many 
opportunities for speaking are included in the day. 
    

Mathematics 
The Mathematics curriculum uses the Saxon Math Series for grades K-
5.  It is a success-oriented program that enables children to develop a 
solid foundation in the language and basic concepts of all areas in 
mathematics.  A daily meeting and direct instruction will be included 
during the day.  Manipulatives will be used in place of paper-pencil 
activities. 
 
Social Studies/Science  
Kindergartners use the Harcourt curriculum for Science and Social 
Studies.  In Science they explore such topics as: weather, plant life, 
animal environments, the Earth, life cycles, solids and liquids, 
temperature, and basic needs of living organisms.  Social Studies 
topics involve gaining knowledge of the community and community 
helpers, citizenship education, commemorative holidays and the 
people they honor, patriotic symbols and activities, and school 
surroundings. 
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Fine Arts 
A variety of experiences and activities are provided through music, 
drawing, coloring, cutting, craftwork, etc. which correlate with the 
other segments of the Kindergarten curriculum.  Special projects are 
done for holidays and special occasions.  Students will also attend a 
music class once a week. 
 
Physical Activity 
Formal and informal play activities are provided through-out the year 
outside in the play area and in the gymnasium. 
 
Computer Lab 
Kindergarten students spend 15 minutes a week in the lab.  They use a 
program that offers additional practice in letter recognition. 
 
Progress Reports 
The progress of each student is shared through quarterly evaluations 
and progress reports.  Parent/teacher consultations are scheduled 
after the first and third quarters.  Other conferences may be set at any 
time at the initiation of either the parents or teacher. 
 
2009-2010 Registration Information 
State law requires that a copy of your child’s birth certificate be on file 
in the school office before the student is allowed to attend 
Kindergarten class.  The enrolling student must be five years of age on 
or before September 1st.

Morning Kindergarten/Afternoon Enrichment 
We offer half day and full day Kindergarten.  Our Kindergarten classes 
meet in the mornings from 8:30-11:30 a.m.  Kindergarten Enrichment 
(Full Day) meets in the afternoon from 12:15-3:15 p.m.  If you desire or 
need all-day Kindergarten your child will be enrolled in the Morning 
Kindergarten session and the Afternoon Enrichment session.  Children 
enrolled in this session of Kindergarten may participate in the school 
sponsored hot lunch program or bring their own lunch. 
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Afternoon Kindergarten Enrichment 
The Kindergarten Enrichment program will meet in the afternoons. 
Most of the activities will focus on a child’s social and emotional 
growth.  This will be accomplished through play.  Kindergarten 
enrichment is a program where children learn and develop through 
educationally enriching experiences. 
 Age-appropriate activities are implemented to promote academic 

and social development in children. 
 Extended activities in math and reading are also incorporated into 

the daily program.

Medical Requirements for Enrollment 
 

A South Dakota Health Immunization Form must be 
completed and turned in to the school office by the first day of school.  
The original page of the state form must be submitted to the school 
office.  A copy will be given to parents.  The Immunization Form must 
be signed by a physician or nurse.  When medical exemptions apply, 
the certificate must be signed by a physician. 
 
BIRTH CERTIFICATE 
A copy of your child’s state birth certificate is required and must be 
turned in to the school office by the first day of school. 
 

DPT  Four or more doses of Diphtheria/Tetanus/Pertussis vaccine.  
At least one dose must be given after the fourth birthday. 

 

OPV/PV  Three or more doses of Polio Vaccine.  At least one dose 
of polio vaccine must be given after the fourth birthday. 

 

MMR Two doses of measles/mumps/rubella vaccine administered 
on or after the first birthday, with a minimum interval of 30 days. 

 

TB  The Tuberculin skin test is no longer required by the State of 
South Dakota. 

 

The VARCELLA vaccination is required if a child has not had 
chickenpox.  A parent signature and the date confirming disease 
history is required if no vaccination is given. 
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Medications at School 
ALL medications given to a student must be prescribed by a physician 
with instructions for administration and must be in the original 
container.  Medications are secured in the main office and 
administered by trained office personnel.  A record is kept of all 
medications given.  Any other medication must be administered by 
the parent.

SCRIP 
SCRIP can be used to reduce tuition costs.  SCRIP is a program 
whereby you purchase cash value certificates to be used at many area 
retail stores.  Complete information on this program can be obtained 
from the school office. 
 

A-OK Program 
Before and after school care is available through Sioux Falls Lutheran 
School A-OK Program central location (308 W. 37th Street).   
(Absolutely Outstanding Kids). The morning A-OK hours are from 6:45-
8:15 a.m.  The afternoon A-OK hours are from 3:15-6:00 p.m.  The 
purpose of A-OK is to provide extended child care for our students.  
An additional fee is charged for the A-OK program.  The program may 
be used as often as you may need it. 
Charges will be posted on our school finance site at 

www.fastdir.com/siouxfalls/.  An hourly fee of $2.30 is accessed  
only when your child is present in this program. 

You may bring breakfast food from home for your child to eat if 
necessary.  Breakfast food will not be provided. 

A-OK will provide a nutritious  afternoon snack. 
You will need to purchase a separate ticket for milk or juice. 
All students who have not been picked up by 3:30pm will be 

escorted to A-OK.
